Speaker(s): Judy Mastracola gave the Club an overview of The Rehabilitation residence at the Leonard Florence Center for Living. In partnership with the Massachusetts Chapter of the ALS Association, the Leonard Florence Center for Living presents America’s only permanent residence dedicated to caring for individuals living with amyotrophic lateral sclerosis, commonly known as ALS or Lou Gehrig’s disease. The unit is based on the smart house concept that 

promotes and supports independence, regardless of the stage of the illness. Because of this unique design and technology, wheelchair-bound individuals have independent mobility with meaningful choices and dignity.

In addition to information on the Center, Judy asked  Club members to consider walking in the "Walk to Defeat ALS" on Sunday, April 25, 201.
